WHAT:

Canoeing or kayaking on the Mohican River.
WHERE:
Near Loudonville, in Northeast, Ohio, approximately 75 miles northeast of Dublin.
OUTFITTER:
Mohican Valley Campground & Canoe Livery. Our riverside campsite includes tent space, picnic tables, fire rings, a sand volleyball court, restrooms, and showers.  Riverbank fishing will be available.  
WHEN:
We will meet at IRUMC at 5:00 PM, on Friday, May 13th.  Plan to depart camp by mid-morning and return to Dublin around noon on Sunday, May 15th.  Travel In Class A Uniforms.
FOOD:
All meals will be prepared by patrols – breakfast, lunch, and dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday.  Saturday lunch will be at the campsite as we eat and rest before continuing the river trip in the afternoon.  Sunday breakfast should be a low-cook breakfast.  Plan accordingly.
Friday dinner will be “on the road.”  Bring extra cash for your Friday evening meal.   

GEAR:
Besides what is recommended in your Scout Handbook for overnight tent camping, be sure to bring water shorts or a swim suit, water shoes or old tennis shoes, sun screen, and insect repellent while on the river.  If the weather is cool bring a light fleece or wool long sleeve shirt and nylon rain jacket to wear on the river (do not wear cotton on the river).  Patrols will be tent camping.  All canoeing and kayaking gear, including PFDs. will be provided by the outfitter.  Additional instructions and gear will be discussed at the April troop meetings.   
SWIM TEST:
You must have passed the BSA Red, White, & Blue Swimmer Test (1st Class Swimming Requirement) within the past year to attend this outing.  There will be an opportunity to take the BSA swim test April 28th, 8:00pm at the Dublin Community Recreation Center.  For those attending Camp Conestoga, this will also meet the pre-camp swim test requirement.  
FEES:
The outing fee will be $34.50 per person canoeing or $39.75 per person kayaking, not including food.  This is covers the equipment rental and camping fees with the outfitter.  Make checks payable to “Boy Scout Troop 299.” 
RELEASE:
The outfitter requires a completed and signed liability release for each participant. Please complete and return the release with your troop permission slip and payment.  Note that both a participant and parent signature is required for scouts.
