Whitewater rafting on the Lower Youghiogheny River
WHERE:
Ohiopyle, PA.  
OUTFITTER:
Wilderness Voyageurs.  The outfitter will provide a raft or inflatable kayak (duckie), lifejacket, helmet, paddle, transportation to and from the river, and a deli lunch. The trip will be a guide escorted format.  
WHEN:
We will meet at IRUMC at 4:00 PM, on Friday, September 16th.  Plan to depart camp early morning and return to Dublin 1:00 PM – 2:00 PM Sunday, September 18th.  Travel In Class A Uniforms.
FOOD:
Saturday breakfast, dinner, and Sunday breakfast will be prepared by patrols.  Sunday breakfast should be a “low cook” breakfast.  Friday dinner, and Sunday lunch will be “on the road.”  Bring extra cash for your Friday dinner and Sunday lunch.  Saturday’s lunch will be on the river and provided by the rafting outfitter.

CAMPING:
Camping will be in a group camp site at Benner’s Meadow Run Campground.

GEAR:
Besides what is recommended in your Scout Handbook for overnight tent camping, be sure to bring water shorts or a swim suit, a water shirt, water shoes or old tennis shoes, sun screen, and insect repellent.   Note: Do not wear cotton on the river - wear synthetic clothing. Patrols will be tent camping.  All rafting gear, including PFDs. will be provided by the outfitter.   Wet-suits, spray jackets, and booties may be rented from the outfitter for an additional fee.  Bring a folding chair, warm sleeping bag, sleeping pad, and warm clothing for cool evenings. 
SWIM TEST:
You must have passed the BSA Red, White, & Blue Swim Test (1st Class Swimming Requirement) within the past year to attend this outing.  This applies to both scouts and leaders/adults attending.  
*FEES:
The fee will be $74 per person for rafting.  You may upgrade to an inflatable kayak (duckie) for an additional $12 per person.  The fee for camping is $15 per person.  
Make checks payable to “Boy Scout Troop 299.”   Note: Wet-suit, spray jacket, and booties may be rented at the outfitter for an additional fee.  Bring cash for these rental items if desired.
RELEASE:
The outfitter requires a completed and signed liability release for each participant. Please complete and return the release with your troop permission slip and payment.  Note that both a participant and parent signature are required for scouts and must be submitted prior to departure.
