Also bring your bicycle properly adjusted and in good operating condition, comfortable bicycling clothing, and other bicycling gear you may need, including a spare tube for your bicycle.  An approved bicycling helmet in good shape and closed toe shoes are required for cycling.  Bring your personal fishing gear if you plan to fish.   We will travel in Class A uniforms.

The fee will be $25 per person, not including food (patrols will purchase food and collect food money). This will help cover the cost of the use of the camping facilities; as well as, the ferry fee.  Make checks payable to “Boy Scout Troop 299.”
