FOOD:
Meals will be prepared by patrols with the exception of lunch on Saturday.   Dinner on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday will be by patrol.  Each individual person should bring a brown bag lunch to eat on the hiking trails Saturday.  Sunday breakfast should be a “low cook” breakfast.  Meals and drinks should be hot, simple, and high in carbohydrates.  The troop will provide stoves on the hike for hot water for drinks and/or instant soup.
GEAR:
Besides what is recommended in your Scout Handbook for overnight tent camping, bring a cold weather sleeping bag, sleeping bag liner,  and warm layers of clothing appropriate for outdoor winter activities and winter tent camping.   Avoid wearing cotton clothing.  Wool and synthetic clothing including a warm jacket/parka, gloves and hat are appropriate.  Tent camping will be cancelled in the event of extreme weather; however, a day hike will still be held.   

* FEES:
The fee will be $8.00 per person, not including food. This will help cover the cost of the use of the camping facilities.   Make checks payable to “Boy Scout Troop 299”.
