Introduction
Troop 299 has a long tradition of attending summer resident camp at Camp Conestoga located in the Laurel Highlands of Pennsylvania.  Camp Conestoga offers an excellent resident camping experience for scouts of all ages and ranks.   Scouts have the opportunity to earn merit badges, work towards rank advancement and have fun!    
Camp Fees

2012 fees are $295 per scout if paid in full by May 11th or $315 if paid in full after May 11th.  Additional scouts from the same family receive a $50 fee discount.  A $50 per scout reservation fee is due by March 9th.  The final fee is due by May 11, 2012. The troop will receive the discounted fee for only the number of Scouts that the Troop has paid the reservation deposit for.   Exception will be Webelo Scouts joining the troop will still receive the discounted price.  Troop 299 will collect the individual scout fees and submit payment as a troop to Camp Conestoga.  Checks are payable to BSA Troop 299 and may be submitted to Bob Widder.
Housing/Meals

All scouts and leaders will be staying in Boy Scout issue wide wall canvas tents on wooden platforms. There are 2 metal cots per tent. It is necessary for all campers to bring cardboard or some type of padding to separate their sleeping bags/pads from the metal springs.  There is a pavilion, picnic tables, fire circle, and bulletin board located at each troop campsite. Running water and bathhouses are located near each campsite. Your campsite will be your home while you are at camp.   Note:  No personal tents are allowed at camp.  Breakfast, lunch and dinner are served in the camp dining hall.

Pathfinder Program

Scouts new to camp should plan on attending the Pathfinder Program.  Pathfinder participants will spend the week strengthening their outdoor skills, practicing first-aid, lashing, orienteering, and swimming.  All Scouts will also participate in a 5-mile hike. The Pathfinder Program operates all morning.  The Pathfinder swim is right after lunch.  Scouts then have the opportunity to attend regularly scheduled merit badge sessions.
Adult Volunteers / Leaders Needed
